Anytime youôre willing to 

take a risk and trust Godôs 

leading into new ventures, two things are nearly 

always trueé1) some of those things will work; 

and 2) some of those things will fail or need 

modification.  Last summer, we felt God leading 

us to try a new education and programming 

schedule and through the ensuing year we then 

discovered that indeed; some things worked and 

some things didnôt.  In this newsletter and 

throughout August we will be rolling out a new 

education and programming schedule for the 

coming school year that we hope will build on our 

successes and make changes where needed to do 

even better work this year than last. 

 Another reality, when it comes to change, is that 

inevitably we will alter something that somebody 

doesnôt like.  Itôs never easy to discern when God 

is calling us to new ventures but please know that 

each change or modification was done after many 

hours of seeking feedback, prayer and staff 

collaboration.  We certainly are not perfect, but we 

are seeking to be faithful in our process of helping 

guide CLC to a new tomorrow and we pray that 

even if you might not agree with a new change, 

that you will still participate and give it a try, 

knowing that if it doesnôt work out, we are flexible 

and always open to new ideas and even reinstating 

old ones. 

 In numerous conversations with teachers and staff 

following this past year, Iôm discovering that the 

biggest frustration they face is with regard to 

discipline and respect issues.  In the past few 

years, it has gotten so bad that many volunteers 

often felt a need to quit their ministries.  This canôt 

go on any longer. 

  

In the coming year we will be developing a 

discipline plan that will empower and encourage 

volunteers to require youth who are acting 

inappropriately to leave the class and be sent 

home.  When this happens, we anticipate that 

many parents will be frustrated and want to come 

to the defense of their children.  Please know that 

when we send a child home it is not a statement 

about how we feel about them.  We love youth 

and children (all of them).  It is also not a subtle 

request to stop participating at CLC.  Please 

understand, our volunteers are just that ï 

VOLUNTEERS.   They are not trained in 

discipline or classroom management rather they 

are people that simply have a passion to pass on 

their faith to the next generation.  This becomes 

impossible when youth are disobedient and 

disrespectful.  Hopefully, parents will take the 

opportunity, if their child is sent home, to gently 

and lovingly remind them of the importance of 

faith and why it is so important to treat other 

people (even adults, with respect). 

 We pray that we can count on familiesô 

partnership and support as we seek to create a 

healthy and loving environment for the faith 

journeys of all people.  As always, if you have any 

feedback or thoughts about our schedule or policy 

changes, please donôt hesitate to contact me.  My 

door is always open.

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In August, we will be celebrating The Banquet in 

Sioux Falls as our Ministry of the Month.  The Banquet 

defines itself as a feeding ministry that serves hungry 

people in the community in the spirit of dignity and 

respect. Their mission is to equip volunteers to provide 

food and fellowship to those in need, providing a safe 

place where people can gather to receive food for the 

body and soul. 

Though it is best known for the daily meal it provides 

for all ages, The Banquet offers much more for the 

needy people of Sioux Falls. Donations from local 

businesses and individuals make it possible for The 

Banquet to offer hygiene items, reading materials, 

school supplies, and other miscellaneous items to 

guests free of charge. Bakeries such as Panera Bread 

and Breadsmith deliver bread for guests several times 

weekly and local florists donate flowers for the tables.   

Through their project S.O.S. (Supply Our Students) 

The Banquet provides needed school supplies for those 

who couldnôt otherwise afford it.   This year alone over 

5,594 backpacks with supplies have already been given 

to children living in and around the city of Sioux Falls.  

They also offer other needed services, such as Free hair 

cut night for school age children, and many other 

programs designed to help families in need. 

The Banquet is a non-profit 501 (c ) 3 organization that 

receive no federal, state, city, county or United Way 

monies. You can help make a difference with your 

prayers, time and monetary contributions.  All 

donations are tax deductable and will go to help pay 

for the meals we will be preparing for the Banquet 

(each noon meal costs on average $1.73 and they are 

expecting about 350 people).

ADULT FORUM 

Draft of the ELCAõs Social Statement on 

Genetics  

This past spring the ELCA issued a draft of its 

proposed social statement on genetics.  This is an 

important document that helps us think faithfully and 

thoughtfully about the many advances and anticipated 

advances within genetics. 

You can read the document by going the ELCAôs 

website at http://www.elca.org/What-We-

Believe/Social-Issues.aspx  In addition, we have a 

handful of the documents around the church that are 

available for members to check out. 

Dealing with issues as diverse as cloning and DNA 

testing and research, the document also wrestles with 

some of the agriculture issues surrounding GMOôs or 

genetically modified organisms.  One of the false 

rumors that has been taking root in agriculture 

communities like ours is that this document calls the 

planting and use of Monsantoôs Round-Up Ready 

seeds a sin.  THIS IS CATEGORICALLY UNTRUE!  

The statement does not say this nor does it even come 

close to implying it. 

To help in unpacking this statement and to provide 

members an opportunity to respond to its proposed 

teachings, we will be having two adult forums on 

August 8
th
 & 29

th
 following worship.  We hope youôll 

read the document in July and then make plans to 

attend.

On July 2

side trip to Wartburg Seminary (to see where Pastor 

Tony  lived and received his theological education)) 

and Niagra Falls to catch Godôs beauty at its finest.   

On Sunday we finally arrived in New York and after 

Kari whisked through Manhattan on a New York speed 

tour, we finally arrived at our destination at a Lutheran 

Church in Brooklyn.  After squeezing giant white vans 

into tiny parking spaces we started our evening with 

activities and learning what our week was going to be 

like.   On Monday after breakfast, and morning 

devotions, we were broken into our groups and all set 

off to our work sites.  The different sites included such 

things as working with Kids at Kids Club,  pitching in 

at the Salvation Army, helping in the kitchen and with 

clean-up at the Senior Center (Amico).  Working at a 

community garden, and Sunset Park etcé  

 

As we started our week our mission theme and focus 

was on how we needed to become less so Jesus could 

be more.  We were definitely put to the test with this 

lesson, as the heat rose above 100 degrees and the 

power went out for almost 2 full days.  Our students 

did not miss a beat and kept working through the heat 

and really did focus on the people we were there to 

serve.   

 

For the next 4 days we rotated our work and came back 

and shared our stories with the whole group.   

Although a lot of work was done, where the real 

ministry took place when you heard from the kids 

about their stories and interactions with the kids, 

seniors and people of the community.  Kamron Clark 

teaching on of the seniors how to do the robot, 

Anthony Boland and the new friend and dance partner 

he made at Amico (and how really turned her bad day 

around),  Kristin Rath and Erika Flom and their new 

Mah Johngg partner, Hannah Montana (Zylstra) and 

the kids that chased and followed her all around the 

park.  Barbara Henke and her friend Al.  Dahrlôs story 

about how they shared their pizza with a homeless man 

in Manhattan,  

 

The work that Dahrlôs group did at the Salvation Army 

and the community garden.  Pastor Tonyôs group and 

their interactions with ñChildren of the Cityò and the 

mass day after the 4
th
 of July clean-up in the park with 

Rhondaôs team.   The water bottles that were shared 

with thirsty folks in the park.  There are too many 

stories to put into this article, and the kids are bursting 

to tell them so please stop one of the youth listed below 

to find our more about our adventures in our small 

community within the big city of Brooklyn.

FYIs 
For the Parents of Sunday and Wednesday School Students at Canton Lutheran Church  
 

Parents are their child's primary spiritual nurturers.  The Sunday and Wednesday School programs at CLC 

are here to help you with your child's faith development.  We ask that you volunteer at least once for 

each child's class during the year, help with any  memory work assigned, follow the Discipline Policy, and 

attend worship as a family on a regular basis.   

 

Registration  
We ask that you register your child for Sunday or Wednesday school by September 5 so that we can 

update our records and have supplies re ady for the first session.  Beginners in the 3 year -old  class must 

have turned 3 by September 1, 2010.  

 

Class Time 
Sunday School is held from 10:30 -11:20 am. Wednesday School is held from 6:00 -6:50 pm.  Please have 

your child at their classroom on time bu t not more than 5 minutes early so that teachers can finish their 

preparations.   

 

Music  
Stude nts age 3 to Grade 4/5 will have a music time every week.  The children will sing at a worship service 

three times each year plus their Christmas Program.  Sunday  School students will sing on Sundays and 

Wednesday School students on Wednesdays. The Christmas Program and Palm Sunday Parade will 

include both Sunday and Wednesday students. Check the Education Calendar for dates.  

 

Discipline  
In order to maintain a posi tive learning environment for students and teachers, we will insist that all 

students refrain from behavior that would disrupt the class. This would include: excessive talking, 

inappropriate comments, refusal to obey instructions, or any behaviors that int errupt the learning time.  

We understand that bad behavior does not mean a bad student but because we are simply volunteers, 

and not trained professionals, any behavior, such as described above, will result in the student being 

asked to leave the class for  the remainder of the day and being sent home early.  Sending a child home 

for the day simply means that the volunteer leader was unable to manage the child's behavior that day.  

It DOES NOT mean that we don't love the child and it certainly DOES NOT mean that we don't want the 

child to return next week and try again.  We love all children of all ages at CLC but we are simply unable 

to manage difficult  

behavior in the same way that professionals at the school district are because we are volunteers doing 

the  best we can.  We ask for your support and understanding as we seek to create positive environments 

for learning and growing in faith.  

 

Offering  
An offering is received weekly at the beginning of class time.  Sending offering to Sunday/Wednesday 

School is an excellent way to begin teaching giving.  During music time, children celebrate their birthdays 

by bringing a penny for each year and putting t hem in a òChurch Bankó while everyone sings òHappy 

Birthdayó to them.
