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“He (Jesus) was praying in a certain place, and after 
he had finished, one of his disciples said to him, 
‘Lord, teach us to pray, as John taught his disciples.’  
He said to them, ‘When you pray,….’” Matthew 11: 
1-2a 
 

Jesus did not say “if you pray”; he said “when you 
pray”.  Jesus didn’t see prayer as an option, but rather 
a mandate.  God wants to be in communion with us; he 
wants to hear from us and he has given us the gift of 
prayer so that we might communicate with him.  Jesus 
said, “When you pray, say ‘Father, hallowed be your 
name.’”  The word Jesus used here was actually the 
word “abba”, which means “daddy” or “papa”.  He 
used a word that reflected a loving, doting parent, not a 
distant, condemning judge.  Then he went on to teach 
his disciples how to pray using what we refer to as The 
Lord’s Prayer.  Jesus prayed often.  He sometimes 
would withdraw to deserted places or even hike up a 
mountain.  He prayed before key decisions and 
certainly before his death.  We learn from his example 
not just words to pray but an attitude towards prayer. 
 

We, as disciples of Jesus, are invited to tell God about 
our joys, our hurts, our wonderment, our confusion, 
our disappointments, and all that we experience on a 
regular basis.  Prayer is meant to be an integral part of 
our lives.   
 

Jesus said, “ Ask, and it will be given you; search, and 
you will find; knock, and the door will be opened for 
you.  For everyone who asks receives, and everyone 
who searches finds, and for everyone who knocks, the 
door will be opened.”   Matthew 7:7-8.   
 

Paul instructed his mission church in Philippi, “ Do not 
be anxious about anything, but in everything, by 
prayer and petition with thanksgiving present your 
requests to God.”  Philippians 4:6. 
 
Paul’s words to his friends in Thessolanica: “ Rejoice 
always, pray without ceasing; give thanks in all 
circumstances, for this is the will of God in Christ 
Jesus for you.”   I Thessalonians 5: 16-18. 
 

At CLC we want to revitalize our prayer life.  We want 
to invite everyone to pray without ceasing and rejoice 
always.  This Advent season as we prepare for the 
coming of our Lord we want to emphasize 
communicating with our Lord.  We have a couple of 
things planned and we will go from there. 
 

During worship this Advent season you will be given 
an opportunity to pray for others in our church family.  
There will be Prayer Partner Forms in the bulletins and 
we invite you to list your name and the names of two 
others for whom you request prayers.  There will be 
baskets at all the exits in which you may place your 
Prayer Partner form and take a different one.  Check it 
right away to see that you didn’t get your own form.  
Please pray frequently for your Prayer Partners 
throughout the season of Advent.    
 

We are also planning Prayer Ministry Forums.  We 
want to talk about prayer and its importance in our 
lives.   We want to get your ideas about what our 
prayer ministry(s) should look like here at CLC.   
There are so many possibilities.  We also want to equip 
you with the confidence you need to be prayer 
warriors.  Come to one of the forums, get some ideas, 
share some ideas.  We have set the Prayer Ministry 
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Forums for Tuesday, December 8.  One will be at 1:00 
p.m. and one at 7:00 p.m. in the CLC library. 
 

We are to be God’s hands, His feet, and His voice in 
our world.  We are to be witnesses, to make disciples, 
and to intercede on behalf of individuals to God in 
prayer.
