One of the things I would invite 

you to consider this Lenten 

Season is the importance of 

Canton Lutheran to your faith 

journey.  Do you value our worship services?  Is the 

education we offer to your children and your 

grandchildren something that is important to you?

Of course congregations donôt have dues per 

members.  Instead, we invite people to give a 

percentage of what they have based on the gifts God 

has given them.  To each according to their needs, 

from each according to their gifts. 

Many members are unable to consider $120 a month.  

Others give so much more because they have been 

given more and they feel blessed in all that God has 

given them. 

This Lenten Season we invite you to consider your 

current giving levels to the ministry of Canton 

Lutheran and determine whether they match up with 

the value and priority you give to the work of our 

congregation.  In addition, we invite you to consider 

an additional Lenten gift, reflecting Godôs invitation 

to re-engage the disciplines of faith; prayer, worship, 

study, hospitality and stewardship.

Evangelical Lutheran Worship  

New Hymnals & Bible Arrive  

Over 200 new Evangelical Lutheran Worship 

hymnals and NRSV Bibles have been placed in our 

sanctuary and are being used for worship. 

 

Some things you may not be aware of: 

¶ The new hymnal includes nearly all of our favorite 

hymns from both the green and blue hymnals as well 

as Settings 1 & 2 from the green hymnal and many of 

the liturgy pieces from the WOV hymnal.  

Technology advances in paper have allowed them to 

add hundreds more pages without increasing the size 

of the book. 
 

¶ The new hymnal includes all 150 psalms rather than 

just some of them. 

 

¶ The new hymnal includes Martin Lutherôs Small 

Catechism 

 

¶ The new hymnal includes a daily Bible reading 

schedule that fits in with our lectionary. 

 

We are still in need of approximately 50 additional 

hymnals and 50 Bibles so that we can fully use this 

new resource both in the sanctuary and the chapel.  

Cost for hymnals is $25 and Bibles still remain at 

$15.  Having a family hymnal at home is also a great 

idea. 

 

We will be keeping the older green and blue hymnals 

around the church for a few months so please feel 

free to take as many as you would like if you would 

like some for your own personal library.
